Kate Springett
Our founding president, Kate Springett, was Hampstead Heath’s official bird observer for many years and it is thanks to her that there is a nesting wall for kingfishers by one of the Highgate Ponds. 

In October 2004 many MBS members attended the “launch” of the Springett Memorial Bench in Springett’s Wood.   

Another legacy of Kate Springett’s is the Springett Fund which is administered by the Heath and Hampstead Society. Money is available from the fund for materials or equipment to support projects which are connected with birds on the Heath, their preservation or with education or research about them. And the fund is used for an annual lecture at Burgh House and for a competition for young people.

Natalie Lawrence was the first winner of the Kate Springett Award and in December 2005 at the age of 16, published a book based on her project. MBS members contributed information about Kate Springett and invited Natalie to sell and sign “Feathers and Eggshells” at the March 2006 meeting.
